Bar Chords in 2 Fingerboard Positions
There are 2 principal series of Bar Chords: those based on E Major and those based on A Minor. Those based on E Major have their root on string 6 and are named from the index finger position on string 6. Those based on A Minor have their root on string 5 and are named from the index finger position on string 5
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The Majors can be made Minor and vice versa:







They can be made into Dominant 7ths (7ths)
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
