2 – Octave Moveable Guitar Scales and Arpeggios
The following scales are all based on the note A but once the patterns have been learned they can be transposed into any key, simply by moving to the appropriate fingerboard position.

There is almost universal agreement among musical instrument teachers that a disciplined routine of scale and arpeggio playing is the best way of improving your all-round technique. Sadly, many people do not give scales the correct priority in their practice and therefore their development is slower than it could be.
